The Friends of the Nelson Mandela Metropolitan Art Museum will be hosting an annual themed exhibition that will be held at the Nelson Mandela Metropolitan Art Museum. Only work of the highest artistic and technical standard will be selected for exhibition. The 2011 Exhibition is based on the theme “SKIN”. 
WHO MAY ENTER?

The Friends Exhibition is open to all artists resident in the Nelson Mandela Bay who are 18 years or older (as of January 2011). Art groups, projects or collectives may also submit work provided that the artists directly responsible for the work are clearly listed on the entry form. The same conditions of entry apply.   
WHICH WORKS MAY BE ENTERED?

1. Only original works which were produced after 31 May 2009 may be entered. Works must not have been exhibited in Nelson Mandela Bay. 
2. Submissions from all visual disciplines (painting, photography, sculpture, ceramics, digital, multi-media etc) are encouraged. 

3. Works must comply with the conservation or public safety standards of the Nelson Mandela Metropolitan Art Museum. Works that do not comply will be removed from the exhibition. The Art Museum also reserves the right to refuse to accept artworks which are too difficult to move, install or hang or not completed on arrival. Artists should provide their own special technical equipment if required.    
4. Completed work must not exceed 150x150x200cm and must fit through the Nelson Mandela Metropolitan Art Museum’s door 136x214cm. The weight of work must not exceed 120kg. Video/Film entries must include clear credits at the beginning and end of the video. 
5. Work that is considered by the selectors to be offensive and against the Constitution of the Republic of South Africa will not be considered for the exhibition or included in the digital catalogue. 
THE SELECTION PROCESS

The Friends of the Art Museum in conjunction with the Nelson Mandela Metropolitan Art Museum have selected seven art professionals resident in Nelson Mandela Bay to select the exhibition. 

Artists must submit digital images with a completed entry form. Your digital submissions will be presented on a plasma screen for the selection panel’s consideration. Artists selected by the panel will then be responsible for transporting their original artwork to the Art Museum for the exhibition. The selection panel reserves the right to reject any artwork at any stage of the selection process. The panel’s decision is final.
CONDITIONS OF ENTRY:
You are invited to submit a maximum of three works based on the theme: “SKIN”
· All entries must be submitted in digital format and saved in jpeg format - not less than 1500x1500 [550KB] and not greater than 2700x2700 [1.5MB] and burned onto a CD-Rom or saved onto a memory stick. 
· Digital submissions must comply with the following:

· Only jpeg format. 

· You must not submit images in PowerPoint format or images attached to Word doc.  
· During the selection process your work will remain anonymous – DO NOT attach your name to the jpeg. 
· You must write your name and contact details on the CD-Rom or memory stick. 
· Each jpeg must be clearly titled. 
· You are reminded that the images of your work must be clear and detailed – if need be, take a number of images – whole and detailed to “sell” your work to the selection panel.
· All entries must be clearly marked and accompanied by a completed entry form. 
· You must submit a printed CV and an optional short artists statement of your work submitted – attached this to your entry form. You must also include your CV in your digital submission. 
· The Friends of the Art Museum and its committee, the Nelson Mandela Metropolitan Art Museum and its staff, cannot be held liable for incorrect information supplied by the artist.
· Artists from impoverished areas may apply to the Friends of the Art Museum for assistance in submissions and membership fees. A brief motivating letter, in this regard, needs to be submitted to the Chair of the Friends no later than 15 May 2011.
· Members of The Friends of the Art Museum are charged R10 per work submitted. If you are not a member, there is an entry fee of R50.00 per work submitted. Membership forms are available at the Art Museum. An annual membership fee for individuals is R75.00. Discounts are available for couples and students – please refer to membership form.
· In order that The Friends of the Art Museum continue to provide the support to the Art Museum and its varied educational programs a 25% commission will be deducted off the Selling price. You must therefore submit a selling price which INCLUDES the 25% commission. Refer to the entry form. The Friends or the Art Museum will not be held responsible for incorrect pricing. 
· Your digital entries must reach the Nelson Mandela Metropolitan Art Museum no later than 16:00 on 20 May 2011. The entries must be handed in at the reception of the Art Museum with the signed acceptance of terms of exhibition.

The Art Museum reserves the right to reject selected work that is not completed on arrival.
· The Nelson Mandela Metropolitan Art Museum will arrange insurance cover for artworks while on the premises of the Art Museum.   Details of the insurance policy are available on request.
· NO work may be removed from the exhibition once the work has been selected – offenders will be banned from future participation in this Annual Exhibition.
· Work selected for exhibition will be of the highest artistic standard. The Friends are a “Green” organisation and will not publish a paper catalogue. However, work selected  will be published in a digital catalogue which will be available for purchase (subject to item 5 above)
· The Friends of the Art Museum and the Nelson Mandela Metropolitan Art Museum reserve the right to reproduce works that have been selected for the Exhibition, without compensation to the artist. 
· Unsold work must be collected during Nelson Mandela Metropolitan Art Museum hours on 12 July 2011. Work not collected on this date will be removed from the Art Museum and disposed of at the discretion of the Committee of the Friends of the Art Museum.
