60th Anniversary
On 22 June 2016, the Nelson Mandela
Metropolitan Art Museum celebrated its
60th anniversary.

The exhibition YEYETHU, SONKE (THIS
BELONGS TO ALL OF US): 60 YEARS OF
COLLECTING was officially opened to the
public of Nelson Mandela Bay.  Visitors
were entertained by local musicians Brown
Sugah and birthday cupcakes were served.

The Friends sponsored the refreshments,
purchased the wine, juice and cupcakes.
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Grant in Aid and Outreach
As part of the Grant in aid programme,
the Friends of the Art Museum
sponsored the travel expenses for
Yellowwood Farm School from Witteklip,
ward 40,  to attend guided tours and art
workshops at the Art Museum. The
school  attended guided tours and art
workshops on the 9 and 16 and 18
February 2016. 

The Friends of the Art Museum also paid
for the transport of four class groups, of
Elufefeni Primary School, from
Motherwell, ward 57 to attend guided
tours and art workshops on 2, 3, 8, and
14 June 2016.

On 18 May 2016, to celebrate
International Museums Day, the Art
Museum collaborated with a local artist,
Mkhonto Gwazela, who is the founder
and a coordinator of Art Station, a group
of self-taught artists from New Brighton.
The Friends of the Art Museum paid for
the transport and refreshments for the
two days for the artists to attend a
lino-printing workshop. 

As part of the Grant in aid programme, the Friends of the Art Museum paid for the 
transport for Booysenspark Primary School, ward 41, to attend four art workshops on 
25, 26, 29, and 31 August 2016.

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JUST PAINTING EXHIBITION
The Friends of the Art Museum, in partnership with the Nelson Mandela 
Metro Art Museum are planning a special exhibition that will run from 07 
December 2016 to 03 February 2017.

It intends to celebrate artistic excellence in the Eastern Cape, and local 
artists from across the Eastern Cape are invited to make and submit work 
to this exhibition.

Please note:
▪ Submissions must be made at the Art Museum between 28 November 
2016 and 02 December 2016
▪ Each submission must be accompanied by: A completed entry form
▪ Artists must ensure that their selling price includes this 20%
▪ Artists to insure their own work
▪ Submitted works will be selected for the exhibition by a selection 
committee prior to the opening
▪ Artists will be notified that their work has not been selected for the 
exhibition, and will have 3 days to collect their work from the Art Museum
The exhibition is open to artists who live and work predominantly in the 
Eastern Cape. The artworks must consist predominantly of acrylic paint, oil 
paint, or  watercolours or canvas, paper, or board, although some mixed 
media may be allowed at the selector's discretion, with additional 
consideration given to work that is challenging, novel, and representative 
of the highest artistic standard.
